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Dopis sektoru sbéru, tfidéni, vyuziti a recyklace odpadl k prehodnoceni pfistupu k evropské legislativé -
potiebujeme zasadné navysit konkurenceschopnost evropskych firem a snizit byrokracii a administrativni zatéz

naSe vySe uvedené profesni svazy sdruzuji firmy ze sektoru sbéru, tfidéni, vyuziti a recyklace odpadu, znamenajici zcela
zésadni trzni podil (pfes 90 %) celého segmentu v Ceské republice, a to jak firem privétnich, tak firem komunalnich,
vlastnénych obcemi a mésty.

Po pfipominkovani fady poslednich legislativnich pocinii Evropské unie a po pfipominkovani materiald Evropské komise
Clean Industrial Deal a Omnibus, sdélujeme, Ze jiz neni racionalni dale pokracovat v nekoncicim legislativni trendu
poslednich let. Velka Cast evropské legislativy, kterd je jiz platnd, s odstupem Casu a ve srovnani s dalSimi kontinenty
ukazuje, Ze dosavadni legislativni sméfovani EU oslabuje evropskeé firmy a postupné snizuje kupni silu evropskych ob¢and.
Jako zcela zasadni fakt povazujeme jiz del$i dobu evidentné klesajici konkurenceschopnost evropského priimyslu. Projevuje
se to i v oblasti ob&hového hospodarstvi a recyklace.

To ukazuje na chybovost a neefektivitu dosavadniho sméfovani. Prokazatelné se nenaplnily sliby, s kterymi byla dané
legislativa prosazovana. Chceme se proto timto prohladenim pfidat na stranu fady dal$ich organizaci, jako napfiklad Svazu
chemického pramyslu Ceské republiky, Konfederace zaméstnavatelskych a podnikatelskych svazii Ceské republiky,
Hospodéfské komory Ceské republiky, Svaz primyslu a dopravy Ceské republiky, Ceskomoravské komory odborovych
svazll a dalSich, které se jasné vymezuiji k aktualnimu stavu a pozadujeme razantni zménu dosavadniho legislativniho
pFistupu jak v Evropské unii, tak na narodni Urovni.

Ve vztahu k poslednim materialim Evropské komise, které mély za deklarovany cil zvysit konkurenceschopnost evropskych
firem v(¢i firmam z jinych kontinent(, sdélujeme nasledujici:

1) Navrzena opatieni vnimame jako zcela nedostateéna.

2) Navrzeny text vnimame jako kontinualni pokracovani Green dealu, byrokracie, netrznich principd, tedy
kliCovych bod(i, které dovedly Evropskou unii a naSe evropské firmy do soucasnych problém0
s konkurenceschopnosti, oproti firmam na ostatnich kontinentech. Je nezbytné nutné zmeénit stavajici ,narokovou*
ekonomiku na ekonomiku trzni, kde bude hrat zasadni roli otevfené trzni prostfedi a konkurence nejlepSich
moznych feSeni ze strany soutéZicich firem.

3) Vnavrhovanych nedostateénych opatienich vidime pro praxi bohuzel jen pokraovani dalSiho obrovského
navySeni kazdodennich nakladd lidi i firem, ale zadné faktické a konkrétni $krtani legislativy. Zadné
konkrétni Skrtani povinnosti, zadné navrhované redukce zaméstnanci EU, Zadné navrhované redukce a



zjednoduseni procest v EU, Zadné realné navySeni konkurenceschopnosti firem, zadné navrhy systémovych
finan¢nich Uspor na rovni EU, Zadné navrhy systémovych zjednodu$eni Zivota firem.

V prvni fadé pozadujeme zastaveni legislativnich praci na urovni Bruselu spojenych s vydavanim dalSich a
dalSich novych evropskych povinnosti, které pfinaseji dal$i byrokracii, dalSi naklady firmam, dal$i zdrazeni
pro obcany. Kazdy tyden nam chodi k pfipominkovani dal$i nové piedpisy, které vnimame jako prohlubujici
stavajici problém, nikoli jej feSici. Nejedna se o snizovani povinnosti a zjednoduSovani procesd, jedna se o opak.
To musi co nejdfive skonéit. Dosavadni pfistup EU k legislativé prokazatelné vycerpal, & vyCerpava energii
evropskych firem a snizil vyrazné jejich konkurenceschopnost. Stejné tak zdraZil zboZi i sluzby oproti ostatnim
kontinentim.

Kosmetické Upravy nepomohou, je nutné raznéjsi feSeni. Co se tyka nami feSené odborné problematiky, jako
odpovidajici souCasné geopolitické situaci, deklarované potfebé navySovani obranyschopnosti a potfebé feSeni
problémd Evropské unie a evropskych firem s nizkou mirou konkurenceschopnosti, bychom vnimali zruseni
Green dealovych piedpist od roku 2019. Platné by zlstaly predpisy do roku 2018 (véetné). To by vyraznym
zpGsobem odlehcilo firmam, racionalizovalo by to fadu postupl a snizilo naklady lidem. Ostatni kontinenty se
prokazatelné obejdou bez této Siroké a zatéZujici legislativy. Prostor EU se bez ni také do roku 2019 prokazatelné
obesel. Do roku 2018 se jednalo zejména o smérnice, coz bylo v pofadku. V oblasti nadi odbornosti $lo 0 smérnice
k ob&hovému hospodéfstvi, které jsme vzdy podporovali a plné podporujeme. Staty a regiony mohly na cesté ke
stanovenym cilim vyuZivat svych regiondlnich specifik, svych efektivnich feSeni, svych konkurenénich vyhod. EU
mohla vyuzivat své pestrosti v regionech. Od roku 2019 v8ak zaCala Evropsk& komise uplatfiovat politiku
pieklapéni smérnic na evropska nafizeni. Rostla tedy centralizace a Ustfedni fizeni a planovani. To ma podle
naSich zkuSenosti vyrazné negativni dopady na konkurenceschopnost evropského prostoru. V oblasti obéhového
hospodafrstvi to vidime také. Vyzadovani unifikovanych feSeni, popirani soutéZe a trznich konceptli a samotna
pfimo platna forma nafizeni, zplsobuje jednoznaény pokles vykon( a ekonomickych vysledku, pokles pestrosti
feSeni, pokles konkurenceschopnosti v evropském prostoru. Tato politika zplsobuje také dal$i a dalSi omezovani
mensSich podnik{. Zpusobuije také trvajici dalSi zdrazovani lidem, dalSi inflacni stres. Na$ navrh by také znamenal
zruSeni z odborného hlediska nesmysinych opatfeni typu pfipevnénych vicek na PET lahvich nebo zakazu
plastovych bréek. V podstaté jde jen o viditelné PR povinnosti, bez redlného odborného pfinosu, které vSak
zbyteCné zt&Zuji zivot lidem.

Za dalSi chceme zdlraznit, ze vevropském prostoru je tieba co nejdfive zcela opustit vyuzivani tzv.
delegovanych akti Evropské komise. Jsme toho nazoru, Ze tento typ legislativy ma velmi nizké aspekty
demokratického schvalovani a moznosti opravnych prostfedki a vyvazovani vramci legislativniho procesu.
V €lenskych statech neni zadna obdoba takovychto legislativnich nastrojl, nikdy se v ¢ase nevyvinuly. A proto
neni vhodné, ani akceptovatelné, aby byly vyuZivany zcentralniho vedeni EU. Mezi zasadni problémy
delegovanych aktd patfi také to, Ze legislativa, kterd na né odkazuje, je prakticky nevyuzitelnd pro investory,
protoZe nikdo nem0ze pfedpokladat, co budou delegované akty obsahovat, pfitom jejich sila ovlivnéni finalniho
nastaveni je zcela zasadni. Pikladem budiz nafizeni PPWR, které odkazuje na vice nez 30 delegovanych aktl
vobdobi fady budoucich let. Zadny odpovédny investor nebude vtakto nejasném legislativnim prostredi
investovat.

Pokud bychom méli pro pfiklad vybrat specificky vyznamné skodlivé ¢asti legislativy z naSeho Useku, pak
pozadujeme zruseni nafizeni PPWR o obalech a obalovych odpadech, tedy nafizeni éislo EU 2025/40 (které
jiz pfi schvalovani odmitlo podpofit Rakousko a Malta). Divod je zasadni byrokratické zatizeni, fada
nesplnitelnych cill, typicka legislativa nikoli pro lidi, ale proti lidem, fada protichdnych cild, jednoznacné
ideologické zaloZeni predpisu, nikoli jeho postaveni na podrobnych a faktickych nezavislych analyzach dopadd,
apod. Jedna se navic opét o legislativu, ktera jednoznatné zdrazuje zboZi lidem, zdrazuje i potraviny. Nafizeni
zplsobuje svymi umélymi legislativnimi zasahy opét vy$si miru neefektivity procest v evropském prostoru i vyssi
miru sloZitosti systému jako celku. To si vSak evropsky pramysl jiz nemdze v sou¢asné dobé dovolit.

Dale pozadujeme zruseni nafizeni EU 2022/1616 o materidlech a predmétech z recyklovanych plastl
uréenych pro styk s potravinami. Dlvodu je vice. Pro pfiklad uvedme ten, Ze je zcela nesmysiné vyrabét
nucené obaly pro potraviny z odpadu, coZ fesi jak jiz zminéné nafizeni PPWR, tak toto nafizeni. A na druhé strané
vyrabét napf. koberecky do aut a vSechny dalsi vyrobky z virgin materialQ, tedy z ropy. Logicky to ma byt naopak.
Tam, kde neni relevantni riziko ohroZeni lidského zdravi, se maji vyuzivat recyklaty a tam, kde jde o potraviny, &i
zdravotni prostfedky, se maji vyuZivat prokazatelné zcela Cisté primarni plasty. Pak by toto nafizeni nebylo tfeba.
Tak, jako neni tfeba na Zadném jiném kontinentu.

Déle pozadujeme zruSeni provadéciho rozhodnuti EK 2021/1752, kterym se stanovi provadéci pravidla ke
smérnici Evropského parlamentu a Rady (EU) 2019/904, pokud jde o vypocet, ovéfovani a vykazovani (Udajl
o tfidéném sbéru odpadu z plastovych napojovych lahvi na jedno pouziti. Divod je ten, Ze rozhodnuti je zcela
mimo odbornou realitu. Pfiklad — Predpis nastavuje prostredi, ve kterém zcela bez problém( mizete pouzit
vytfidéné PET lahve z nejmoderngjsi tridici linky v Ceské republice (Ostrava) do jakéhokoli typu recyklace, co je
zcela v poradku a standardné se tak déje. Ale kvili tomuto Rozhodnuti EK jiz nesmite takto vytfidéné PET lahve
zapocitat do pfedepsanych ciltl sbéru PET lahvi. Toto samozfejmé nedava zadnou odbornou logiku a je to dalSim
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typickym piikladem Green dealové legislativy, ktera zcela nesmysiné poSkozuje moderni technologie a efektivni
zpUsoby podnikani a pfitom proto neni zadné obhajitelné odborné zdlivodnéni. V redlu tak tyto typy linek sméfuji
obrovska mnozstvi PET lahvi z komunalniho odpadu do recyklace vSech typd, ale nemohou se nezapogitavat do
vytfidénych mnozstvi PET lahvi, tedy do legislativné stanovenych cilG sbéru.

10) Jako klicové vnimame také systémové uvolnéni legislativy na useku energetiky a jeji co nejvétsi pfiblizeni
podminkam trzniho prostredi. Energetika v EU jiz viibec nefunguje v ramci trzni soutéZe a konkurence, ale je
zcela zregulovana, zavisla na dotacich a na politickych rozhodnutich. Cimz ve finale prokazateln& trpi jak evropsky
primysl, tak evropsti ob¢ané (vysoké ceny energii).

11) Dale pozadujeme plo$né zruSeni veskerych predpisi tykajicich se problematiky ESG, nebot’ se jiz ukazuje,
Ze tato agenda je skutecné velmi silné zatézujici a v Siroké mife sdélovanych informaci fiktivni,
neodpovidajici skute¢nosti. Jiné kontinenty se touto cestou také nevydavaji a evropské firmy by v pfipadé jejiho
nezruSeni byly vyrazné konkurenéné znevyhodnéné.

12) Jako kli€ové pro budouci pfijimani jakychkoli dalSich legislativnich norem vniméme vzdy velmi podrobné
studie a dopadové analyzy, které musi byt vzdy podrobeny odborné oponentuie z ¢lenskych stati a musi
na to byt odpovidajici casovy prostor. Ne jako doposud. Evropska komise by navic neméla byt nositelem a
tvlircem strategii, méla by byt vykonavatelem spolec¢né viile élenskych statli. Tedy neméla by legislativné
feSit ,kazdy den vSechna témata kontinentu, trhu a hospodarstvi“, tak jako doposud, ale méla by se
zamérovat na maly pocet prioritnich oblasti, které definuje v té dobé aktualni dohoda a potfeba ¢lenskych
statd. Oblasti, které by za své funkéni obdobi zasadné pozitivné posunula a na konci obdobi vykazala
jasny méfitelny tcet.

Touto spoleénou inciativou chceme pomoci evropskému hospodarskému prostoru (ktery pivodné vznikl jako Evropské
spolecenstvi uhli a oceli) a Evropské unii posunout se z jiz déle trvajici ekonomické stagnace, zasadni pfemiry neefektivni
regulace a stale silné klesajici konkurenceschopnosti evropskych firem. Vyzyvame proto adresaty této vyzvy, aby
neprodlené Cinili aktivni kroky ve vztahu k této a podobnym vyzvam dalSich profesnich a celorepublikovych svazl. Evropska
unie jednoznacéné potfebuje aktivni zmény, a to zmény smérem ke zjednoduSeni legislativy a proces(. Evropské firmy i
ob&ané se potfebuji nadechnout a potfebuji opét zazivat volné trzni prostfedi, soutézeni efektivnich konceptl a
konkurenceschopnost. Potfebujeme se také co nejdfive dostat pry¢ z dosavadni narokové/dotaéni ekonomiky, zpét do
ekonomiky motivaéni, kde se dafi dobrym a funkénim napadim a ty neefektivni krachuji a zanikaji.

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Letter from the waste collection, sorting, recovery and recycling sector to reconsider the approach to European
legislation — we need to fundamentally increase the competitiveness of European companies and reduce
bureaucracy and administrative burden

To Whom It May Concern,

Our aforementioned professional associations unite companies from the waste collection, sorting, utilization, and recycling
sector, representing a crucial market share (over 90%) of the entire segment in the Czech Republic, encompassing both
private and municipal companies owned by municipalities and cities.

After reviewing numerous recent legislative initiatives of the European Union and the materials of the European
Commission's Clean Industrial Deal and Omnibus, we declare that it is no longer rational to continue the endless legislative
trend of recent years. A large part of the already existing European legislation, when viewed retrospectively and compared to
other continents, shows that the EU's past legislative direction has weakened European companies and gradually reduced
the purchasing power of European citizens.

We consider the evidently declining competitiveness of European industry to be a crucial factor. This is also evident in the
circular economy and recycling.

This indicates the erroneousness and inefficiency of the past direction. The promises with which the given legislation was
promoted have demonstrably not been fulfilled. Therefore, with this statement, we wish to join numerous other organizations,
such as the Association of the Chemical Industry of the Czech Republic, the Confederation of Employers' and Entrepreneurs'
Associations of the Czech Republic, the Chamber of Commerce of the Czech Republic, the Association of Industry and
Transport of the Czech Republic, the Czech-Moravian Chamber of Trade Unions, and others, which clearly delineate their
stance on the current situation and demand a radical change in the current legislative approach, both at the EU and national
levels.

Regarding the latest European Commission materials, which declared the aim of increasing the competitiveness of European
companies against those from other continents, we state the following:

1. We consider the proposed measures entirely inadequate.

2. We perceive the proposed text as a continuous continuation of the Green Deal, bureaucracy, and non-market
principles — key factors that have led the European Union and our European companies into their current
competitiveness problems compared to companies on other continents. It is absolutely necessary to change the
existing "entitlement" economy into a market economy, where an open market environment and competition from
the best possible solutions by competing companies will play a crucial role.

3. In the proposed inadequate measures, we unfortunately see only a continuation of another enormous increase in
the daily costs for both people and companies, but no actual and specific reduction in legislation. No specific
reduction in obligations, no proposed reduction of EU employees, no proposed reduction and simplification of
processes in the EU, no real increase in the competitiveness of companies, no proposals for systemic financial
savings at the EU level, no proposals for systemic simplification of life for companies.



First and foremost, we demand a halt to legislative work at the Brussels level related to the issuance of further new
European obligations, bringing further bureaucracy, further costs to companies, and further price increases for
citizens. Every week we receive new regulations for comment, which we perceive as deepening the existing
problem rather than solving it. It is not about reducing obligations and simplifying processes, it is the opposite. This
must end as soon as possible. The EU's past approach to legislation has demonstrably exhausted or is exhausting
the energy of European companies and significantly reduced their competitiveness. It has also increased the price
of goods and services compared to other continents.

Cosmetic adjustments will not help; a more decisive solution is needed. Concerning the professional issues we are
addressing, in response to the current geopolitical situation, the declared need to increase defense capabilities,
and the need to address the problems of the European Union and European companies with their low
competitiveness, we would see the repeal of Green Deal regulations from 2019 onwards. Regulations from 2018
(inclusive) would remain in effect. This would significantly relieve companies, rationalize many procedures, and
reduce costs for people. Other continents demonstrably manage without this extensive and burdensome
legislation. The EU area also demonstrably managed without it until 2019. Until 2018, it was mainly directives,
which was fine. In our area of expertise, these were directives on the circular economy, which we have always fully
supported. States and regions could use their regional specifics, their efficient solutions, and their competitive
advantages on the way to achieving the set goals. The EU could use its diversity in regions. However, from 2019,
the European Commission began to implement a policy of transforming directives into European regulations.
Centralization and central management and planning thus increased. In our experience, this has significant
negative impacts on the competitiveness of the European area. We also see this in the area of the circular
economy. Demanding unified solutions, denying competition and market concepts, and the directly applicable form
of regulations themselves cause a clear decline in performance and economic results, a decline in the diversity of
solutions, and a decline in competitiveness in the European area. This policy also causes further and further
restrictions on smaller businesses. It also causes further increases in prices for people and further inflationary
stress. Our proposal would also mean the abolition of nonsensical measures from a professional point of view,
such as attached caps on PET bottles or a ban on plastic straws. These are essentially only visible PR obligations
without any real professional benefit, which unnecessarily complicate people's lives.

Furthermore, we want to emphasize that it is necessary to completely abandon the use of so-called delegated acts
of the European Commission in the European area as soon as possible. We believe that this type of legislation has
very low aspects of democratic approval and the possibility of redress and balancing within the legislative process.
There are no comparable legislative instruments in the Member States; they have never developed over time.
Therefore, it is neither appropriate nor acceptable for them to be used from the central EU administration. Among
the key problems of delegated acts is also the fact that the legislation that refers to them is practically unusable for
investors because no one can predict what the delegated acts will contain, while their influence on the final setting
is crucial. An example is the PPWR regulation, which refers to more than 30 delegated acts over a number of
future years. No responsible investor will invest in such an unclear legislative environment.

If we were to select specifically significantly harmful parts of the legislation from our sector, we demand the repeal
of the PPWR regulation on packaging and packaging waste, i.e., EU Regulation 2025/40 (which Austria and Malta
already refused to support during its approval). The reason is the substantial bureaucratic burden, numerous
unachievable goals, typical legislation not for people but against people, numerous contradictory goals, the clearly
ideological basis of the regulation, not its foundation on detailed and factual independent impact analyses, etc.
Furthermore, this is again legislation that clearly increases prices for people and also for food. The regulation
causes, through its artificial legislative interventions, again a higher level of inefficiency of processes in the
European area and a higher level of complexity of the system as a whole. However, European industry can no
longer afford this at present.

Furthermore, we demand the repeal of EU Regulation 2022/1616 on materials and articles made from recycled
plastics intended for contact with food. There are several reasons. For example, it is completely nonsensical to
compulsorily produce food packaging from waste, which is addressed by both the aforementioned PPWR
regulation and this regulation. On the other hand, car mats and all other products are made from virgin materials,
i.e., from oil. Logically, it should be the other way around. Where there is no relevant risk to human health, recycled
materials should be used, and where food or medical products are concerned, demonstrably clean primary plastics
should be used. Then this regulation would not be necessary. Just as it is not necessary on any other continent.
Furthermore, we demand the repeal of Implementing Decision (EU) 2021/1752 laying down implementing rules for
Directive (EU) 2019/904 of the European Parliament and of the Council as regards the calculation, verification and
reporting of data on separate collection of plastic beverage bottles for single use. The reason is that the decision is
completely outside the professional reality. Example — the regulation sets up an environment where you can
completely without problems use PET bottles sorted from the most modern sorting line in the Czech Republic
(Ostrava) for any type of recycling, which is completely fine and is done standardly. But because of this EK
Decision, you can no longer count these sorted PET bottles towards the prescribed targets for collecting PET
bottles. This, of course, makes no professional sense and is another typical example of Green Deal legislation that
nonsensically harms modern technologies and efficient business methods, yet has no justifiable professional
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justification. In reality, these types of lines send enormous amounts of PET bottles from municipal waste to
recycling of all types, but they cannot be included in the sorted amounts of PET bottles, i.e., in the legislatively set
collection targets.

10. We also consider it key to systematically liberalize the legislation in the energy sector and bring it as close as
possible to market conditions. Energy in the EU no longer functions within market competition, but is completely
regulated, dependent on subsidies and political decisions. As a result, both European industry and European
citizens demonstrably suffer (high energy prices).

11. We further demand the complete abolition of all regulations concerning ESG issues, as it is already becoming
apparent that this agenda is indeed very burdensome and, to a large extent, fictional in the information provided,
not corresponding to reality. Other continents are not taking this path either, and European companies would be
significantly disadvantaged in competition if it were not repealed.

12. As key for the future adoption of any further legislative standards, we always consider very detailed studies and
impact assessments, which must always be subjected to expert review from Member States and there must be
sufficient time for this. Not as before. The European Commission should not be the bearer and creator of
strategies, but the executor of the common will of Member States. Therefore, it should not legislate on "every topic
of the continent, market, and economy every day" as before, but it should focus on a small number of priority
areas, as defined by the current agreement and the needs of the Member States. Areas that would significantly
positively shift during its term of office and present a clear measurable account at the end of the term.

With this joint initiative, we want to help the European economic area (which originally arose as the European Coal and Steel
Community) and the European Union move away from the longer-lasting economic stagnation, a significant excess of
inefficient regulation, and the steadily declining competitiveness of European companies. We therefore urge the addressees
of this call to take immediate action on this and similar calls from other professional and nationwide associations. The
European Union clearly needs active changes, changes towards simplification of legislation and processes. European
companies and citizens need to breathe and need to experience again a free market environment, competition from efficient
concepts, and competitiveness. We also need to get away from the current entitlement/subsidy economy as soon as
possible, back to a motivational economy where good and functional ideas thrive and inefficient ones fail and disappear.
